COVID Testing, Vaccinations and Boosters

Where can I get tested and what is the cost?
Getting tested:
· Aviva has testing, by appointment only at Drive thru clinic located at 4221 NE Stephens Street, Ste #101A in Roseburg.  Testing can be scheduled Monday thru Friday, from 08:30am to 11:30am and 01:00 pm to 04:30 pm.
Those that need a test for being in contact with a COVID positive person, upcoming medical procedures, or having symptoms will not be charged. 
If you want a test for travel purposes, going to public events, returning to work and any other non-medically necessary purposes will be charged $60 for a Rapid test and $35 for a PCR test.
There may or may not be a small Admin fee charged to insurance and then reimbursed.  Please ask when scheduling an appt.

Where can I get Vaccinated or a Booster?  Will I be charged?
Currently, you will not be charged for any vaccine or booster.
Vaccinations and Booster can be obtained by:
· Calling your PCP, primary pharmacy, or healthcare provider.
· OHA is hosting a free drive thru vaccination and booster clinic at 1530 NE Diamon Lake Blvd, at the corner of NE Fowler Street and Diamond Lake Blvd., adjacent to the Roseburg Public Library in downtown Roseburg.  They will be offering all three vaccines, boosters, and pediatric doses.  They are open every day 10:00 am to 05:00 pm until further notice. · Nova and Aviva are doing Vaccinations and Boosters with a possible admin fee (which is reimbursed).
· Cow Creek Health and Wellness Center for all general community members drive thru clinic on Mondays, Wednesdays, and Fridays from 09:00 am to 01:00 pm at 2360 NE Stephens street in Roseburg, across from the Tribal Government office.  Monday and Wednesday reserved for Moderna, and Friday is reserved for Pfizer.  No J&J available.
